I, Garvey Louison, fellow certified chartered accountant (FCCA), of PO Box 1548, True
Blue, St. George’s, Grenada, West Indies, MAKE OATH AND SAY AS FOLLOWS, THAT:

I: [ am the court appointed liquidator of Bank Crozier Limited (**Crozier™) and as such have

personal knowledge of the facts and matters hereinafter deposed to save and except

where stated to be made on information and belief and where so stated | verily believe the

same to be true.

2. I was appointed as liquidator of Crozier pursuant to the Order of the Honourable Madam

Justice Charmaine Pemberton of The Supreme Court of Grenada and West Indies
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Associated States High Court of Justice pronounced on July 24, 2003 (the “Liquidation
Order”).

1 have read the affidavits of Joseph A Bernardo sworn June 14, 2007 (*Bernardo #1") and
June 25, 2007 (“Bernardo#2™) filed herein.

Response to Bernardo #1

4.

As a result of reviewing Exhibits “A” and “C” to Bernardo #1, I wrote to the European
Commission European Anti-Fraud Office (“OLAF™) which letter was copied to the
Swedish National Economic Crimes Bureau (“SNECB”) with respect to investigations of
Crozier and of Stourbridge Ltd. (“Stourbridge™). Attached hereto and marked as Exhibit
“A" to this my Affidavit is a copy of my letter dated July 3, 2007 to OLAF which I
copied to SNECB. As of the date of this Affidavit | have not received any response to
that letter.

On two occasions in 2006, [ was visited by representatives of OLAF and provided them
with access to Crozier's records. From my discussions with those representatives, I
understood that their investigations were directed primarily at Peter Johansson, who was
a director and shareholder of Crozier prior to the Liquidation Order. It is my further
understanding that those investigations related to alleped fraud by Mr. Johansson in

relation to cellular telephones, alcohol and tobacco in Europe.

It is my understanding that Mr. Johansson has numerous companies through which he has
conducted business. Several of thosc companies use the word “Crozier” as part of their

name, including a banking institution in St. Lucia and a financial corporation in Spain.

Louison Consulting has maintained a web site at www.bankcroziergd.com (the “Web

Site™) with respect to the liquidation of Crozier since shortly after the Liquidation Order
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was granted. A search of “Bank Crozier” on Google results in the Web Site appearing as

one of the first web addresses for such a search.

I believe that in this current internet age, anyone conducting an investigation of a
corporation will include a search of the internet. It should therefore be very obvious to
anyone who has conducted any investigation into Crozier since the Liquidation Order that
Crozier is in liquidation and that [ am the appointed liquidator. The Web Site includes a

copy of the Liquidation Order as well as other court documents.

The Web Site also includes copies of letters that I have written to creditors of Crozier
indicating that among Crozier's assets, which may produce funds for distribution to
creditors, is Crozier’s interest in Stourbridge. In addition, | have prepared several reports
on the liquidation that includes information related to the claim by Stourbridge filed with
the Receiver herein in respect of the funds deposited by Exchange Bank and Trust Inc.
(“EBT") in the Bank of Montreal in Vancouver.

A Google search of “Stourbridge™ returns many results given that there is a town by that
name; however, a search of “Stourbridge & Crozier” returns several results including

items in the Web Site.

To the date of this Affidavit, no European policing or regulatory agency, or any policing
or regulating agency, has filed a proof of claim against Crozier in the liquidation

proceedings asserting any claim against the assets of Crozier.

To the date of this Affidavit, to the best of my knowledge, no European policing or
regulatory agency, or any policing or regulating agency, has asserted any financial claim

against Stourbridge or its assets.
